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Muslim Charityis a leading international relief and development organisation. Established
in 1999, it works to alleviate human suffering around the world and is dedicated to helping
the needy overcome poverty and injustice.

Muslim Charity has been performing qurbani on behalf of thousands of faithful donors since
2000, and year on year the programme has grown from strength to strength. In 2011, on
behalf of its donors and partners Muslim Charity distributed qurbani meat to tens of
thousands of deserving people in 13 countries around the world.

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Qurbani Execution:

guality standards. Most often central arrangements were made for sacrificing the animals
and to streamline distribution. The skin of the animal was used either to offset the cost of
slaughter or donated to a local institute.

In Pakistan, the qurbani was performed in and around the District of Jhang, one of the
earliest inhabited regions on the subcontinent. The Qurbani here was accompanied by a
Noor Ul Islam banner. A total of 73 qurbanies were performed on behalf of Noor Ul Islam
donors.

In Somalia, the qurbani was split between the capital city of Mogadishu and Burao,
Somaliland. The qurabni was performed under a Muslim Charity banner. A total of 167
gurbanies were performed on behalf of Noor Ul Islam donors.

In Kenya, the qurbani was performed in and around the Dadaab Refugee Camps. The
deterioting security situation limited operations within the camps. The qurbani was
performed under a Muslim Charity banner. A total of 204 qurbanies were performed on
behalf of Noor Ul Islam donors.

In Sri Lanka, the qurbani was performed in a deserving neighbourhood of the capital city of

Colombo. It was performed beneath a Muslim Charity banner. A total of 5 qurbanies were

performed on behalf of Noor Ul Islam donors.

In Zimbabwe, the qurbani was performed at a madarassah for the benefit of a deserving
commuity of the capital city of Harare. The qurbani was perfomed under a Muslim Charity
banner. A total of 59 qurbanies were performed on behalf of Noor Ul Islam donors.

In Bangladesh, the qurbani was performed at a madarassah for the benefit of a deserving
commuity of the capital city of Dhaka. The qurbani was perfomed under a Muslim Charity
banner. A total of 6 qurbanies were performed on behalf of Noor Ul Islam donors.

In India, the qurbani was perfomed under a Muslim Charity banner. A total of 30 qurbanies
were performed on behalf of Noor Ul Islam donors.

In Palestine, the qurbani was performed in Jerusalem under the auspices of the officials of

the Holy Mosque of Al Agsa. The qurbani was perfomed under a Muslim Charity banner. A
total of 3 qurbanies were performed on behalf of Noor Ul Islam donors.
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Beneficiaries:

Neediest people including orphans, widows, elderly, disabled and the very poor, were
selected by local representatives. Primarily the meat was distributed to queuing
beneficiaries however, for selected beneficiaries who could not come out to join the queue
due to ill health, disability or age related factors the meat was delivered. An estimated
6000 7000familiesbenefitted from qurbani and meat distribution performed on behalf
Noor Ul Islam.

The distribution of qurbani meat left a positive impession on the hearts and minds of the
beneficiaries and their families, adding joy and pleaure to the blessed occasion of Eid ul
Adha. As well as providing for the nutritional needs of the families, for many, Eid ul Adha
presented a rare opportunity to consume meat.

Problems/Issues:

Regretfully, qurbani could not be performed in Zimbabwe, Kenya or Somalia under the Noor
Ul Islam banner. This could not be achieved due to logistical issues and time restrictions
within which the teams were operating in these countries.

Secondly, photos from India and Palestine could not be included in this report as there has
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received Muslim Charity will endeavour to pass these on at once.

Muslim Charity extends sincere apologies to the committee of Noor Ul Islam and its donors
for not being able to deliver on these matters.
